     Please call for a priest to celebrate this Sacra-
ment of Healing and Forgiveness for someone 
who is seriously ill or in danger of death. Do not 
wait until the sick person is unconscious. 
 
Matrimony: 
      All Catholics ought to seek to have their mar-
riage blessed by the Church so as to live in God’s 
good graces & receive the Eucharist.  Marriage 
cannot validly exist between baptized persons 
unless it is also a sacrament (Canon 1055.2). 
Contact a priest about a year prior to the intended 
date of marriage to ensure proper preparation. 
 
Confirmation: Need to complete your Sacra-
ments of Initiation?  Call Mrs. Kachnowski at 
908-245-6572. She will help you prepare for con-
firmation. If they can do so without serious in-
convenience, Catholics ought to receive the Sac-
rament of Confirmation before being admitted to 
marriage (Canon 1065). 
 
RCIA: Desire baptism? Called to be a Catholic 
Christian? Contact Deacon David at 908-245-
6572 and he will help you discern God’s call to 
holiness.

Qualified Charitable DistribuƟons  
    If you are reƟred and are taking distribuƟons from your tradi-
Ɵonal IRA, these distribuƟons are considered to be taxable income 
according to the IRS and you will owe taxes on the total amount 
you withdraw.  However, you can reduce your taxable income by 
making a charitable distribuƟon directly from your IRA to our par-
ish.  For example, if you are taking a $1,000 distribuƟon and you 
wish to make a $500 donaƟon, and you are in the 20% tax bracket, 
your tax liability will be reduced by $100.

“Please, Lord, for even the dogs eat the scraps that fall 
from the table of their masters”  (Matthew 15:27). 
 
 
   My dog, Piccolina, is a very finicky eater. If I feed 
her dog food, she sniffs it, turns her head and walks 
away.  If I prepare food for her, usually a mixture of 
meat, rice and vegetables, she sniffs it, may take a 
taste, and walks away leaving it for some other time. 
Yet, if I am sitting at the table eating food that I pre-
pared, usually meat and vegetables, she will not leave 
my side. With those doleful eyes and with great pa-
tience she just looks at me. As I glance at her she puts 
down her head and walks away but as soon as I bring 
my attention back to my plate, she is there again wait-
ing for a morsel, a scrap to fall to the ground. She de-
sires it because it is mine; it is what 
I have to offer her from my heart.  
With great meekness (if a dog is 
actually capable of a virtue), she 
approaches and begs to have what I 
desire to give her. 
   This story of the Canaanite wom-
an is much the same. She approach-
es the table of the Lord looking for 
that morsel of charity, mercy and 
compassion.  She asks not for her-
self but for her daughter who has 
been tormented by a demon.  The 
disciples scorn her and want to 
chase her away as if she were a 
dog. They have no sympathy for 
this mongrel.  And at first you 
would think that is Jesus’ attitude also: “It is not right 
to take the food of the children and throw it to the 
dogs.” In reality he is setting her up. He knows her 
great humility. He loves her with great love and in-
tends to do as she requests but not until she demon-
strates her great faith as a lesson to the disciples who 
still think as man does and do not yet live in the Spir-
it.  She so cleverly responds to Jesus with that famous 
line: “Please, Lord, for even the dogs eat the scraps 
that fall from the table of their masters.” Yes her hu-
mility, her meekness her total abandon to God is the 
outward expression of her faith in Jesus to heal and 
set her daughter free. 
   We need to approach our Lord with such humility 
and faith. Our patient endurance is a testament to our 
faith and our humility is a witness to our trust in Je-
sus. We know that as faithful followers of Jesus he 
will do all that we ask provided we ask with faith, in 
faith and through faith. We must ask of Jesus not as 
we feel we deserve, but in the confidence that what 
we ask for is what he desires for us.

These services will include but are not limited to linkages for 
intake, the creation of a personalized long-term treatment plan, detoxifi-
cation, ambulatory withdrawal management, induction on Suboxone or 
buprenorphine or the initiation of Vivitrol, residential treatment, inten-
sive outpatient treatment, and/or induction of Medication Assisted Treat-
ment, as needed and appropriate. Where appropriate, court-involved 
persons and justice-involved veterans will also be enrolled and referred 
to NJRC’s Orientation and additional wrap-around services, including 
job training and employment, mental health and medical care, transporta-
tion, and license restoration services.

(1214-1270) 

A just king rules the earth 
   My dearest son, my first instruction is that you should love the Lord 
your God with all your heart and all your strength. Without this there 
is no salvation. Keep yourself, my son, from everything that you 
know displeases God, that is to say, from every mortal sin. You 
should permit yourself to be tormented by every kind of martyrdom 
before you would allow yourself to commit a mortal sin. 
If the Lord has permitted you to have some trial, bear it willingly and 
with gratitude, considering that it has happened for your good and that 
perhaps you well deserved it. If the Lord bestows upon you any kind 
of prosperity, thank him humbly and see that you become no worse 
for it, either through vain pride or anything else, because you ought 
not to oppose God or offend him in the matter of his gifts. 
   Listen to the divine office with pleasure and devotion. As long as 
you are in church, be careful not to let your eyes wander and not to 
speak empty words, but pray to the Lord devoutly, either aloud or 
with the interior prayer of the heart. 
   Be kindhearted to the poor, the unfortunate and the afflicted. Give 
them as much help and consolation as you can. Thank God for all the 
benefits he has bestowed upon you, that you may be worthy to receive 
greater. Be just to your subjects, swaying neither to right nor left, but 
holding the line of justice. Always side with the poor rather that with 
the rich, until you are certain of the truth. See that all your subjects 
live in justice and peace, but especially those who have ecclesiastical 
rank and who belong to religious orders. 
   Be devout and obedient to our mother the Church of Rome and the 
Supreme Pontiff as your spiritual father. Work to remove all sin from 
your land, particularly blasphemies and heresies. 
    In conclusion, dearest son, I give you every blessing that a loving 
father can give a son.

Through the intercession of Holy Mary, Untier of Knots, may almighty God bless you (us), the Father, and the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit.

 This devotion became known in the 18th century, originally for help in a difficult marriage. In the early 17th century, a no-
ble couple were on the brink of divorce, and their priest prayed before Our Lady of Victory, holding up a ribbon (symbolic of the 
ribbon placed over the hands of a bridal couple) praying that all the knots in the marriage might be untangled. The marriage was 
saved. 
 Some years later, a priest relative of theirs, Hieronymus Ambrosius Langenmantel (1666-1709) of Augsburg, commissioned 
this painting, Our Lady Untier of Knots, for a family altar.  The painting now hangs in the Church of St. Peter am Perlach in Augs-
burg, Germany. In the image, Mary stands above a crescent moon, crushing a serpent under her foot. An angel passes a knotted white 
ribbon to Mary who unties the knots in the ribbon. Another angel receives the smooth, unknotted portion. 
 Both the painting and the devotion to Mary, Untier of Knots, trace their roots to the second century bishop of Lyons, St. Ire-
naeus. Referring to Mary's role as the Second Eve, St. Irenaeus wrote that "the knot of Eve's disobedience was loosed by the obedi-
ence of Mary. For what Eve had bound fast through unbelief, thus did Mary set free through faith" (Against Heresies) 
 This devotion goes beyond marital problems, and can be used during any other kind of crisis. 

To be prayed after every Mass or at home from August 15, Feast of the Assumption through  
August 22, Feast of the Coronation of Mary, Queen of Heaven & Earth. 
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
